Allowing for illness or works of necegsiind mercy, Christians
ought to support the morning and evening worshipises on the Lord’s
Day, as well as activities that occur throughoetwreek whenever possible.
Our attitude should be, “Let us go to the housthefLord” (Ps. 122:10).

Church membership also involves supporting therahin its work.
Under normal circumstances, each member shouldctbeely involved in
some form of service, whether it is teaching cleitds Sunday School or
helping in the nursery, ushering, visiting the siakd inviting friends and
neighbors to church. We all have spiritual giftsddhey belong not to us
but to one another, and our gifts are to be empldgethe church for the
work of the gospel. We are “individually membersasf another” (Rom.
12:5). Moreover, we should all be faithful in evahgm and fervent in per-
sonal and corporate prayer.



Church membership involves financial support @& thurch. God’s
Word teaches us to support the Lord’s work by gjviegularly, proportion-
ately and joyfully: “On the first day of every weekach one of you should
set aside a sum of money in keeping with his incofheCor. 16:2). Our
regular pattern should be to tithe, which meangngia tenth of our gross
income to support the church. But many of us welldble to give more, “for
God loves a cheerful giver” (2 Cor. 9:7).

Submit. God has ordained elders and shepherds to overseadhtinch,
and this requires that church members submit te $piritual authority.
“Obey your leaders and submit to them,” says tHa#eBi*for they are keep-
ing watch over your souls, as those who will havgitve an account” (Heb.
13:17). This surely implies that you should be prgyfor your pastors, eld-
ers, and deacons, who have a heavy obligation emdubject to spiritual
attack. | especially want to echo Paul’s requeat ylou pray “also for me,
that words may be given to me in opening my mouatlalip to proclaim the
mystery of the gospel... that | may declare it baldas | ought to
speak” (Eph. 6:19-20).

Study: Our church membership vows include the promisestody the
purity and peace” of the church. This means thahbess are called to lead
lives that will honor our Lord Jesus Christ, andtthwill encourage our
brothers and sisters to mature in their faithslimportant how you live!
Moreover, we are to study — that is, to activellticate — the peace of the
church. Paul writes that we must bear with one larot‘eager to maintain
the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace” (E@h3). We should loathe
few things more than that any of us should distheb purity and peace of
the church, and we should gladly suffer all marwfgpersonal loss for the
sake of the spiritual well-being of the church @sdnembers.

None of these vows involve a special or onerougation: these are
the normal commitments every Christian should Hgippake. And we will
not find any of this burdensome. Rather, as wetldggether in Christ, think-
ing more highly of others than ourselves and beieglous for the gospel,
God will bless us all together with righteousnggsace, and joy, and he will
use our church for things that will last forever.
