 “Come, see the place where he lay” (Mt. 28:6).   
 
 These words, spoken by the angel who waited at the empty tomb of Jesus, 
speak powerfully today.  Christians invite all to examine the evidence for the 
resurrection of Jesus Christ, knowing that, if proved, the resurrection vali-
dates the whole of our faith.  Jesus’ resurrection has been described as “the 
best attested fact in history.”  One legal scholar, the famous English jurist Sir 
Edward Clark, wrote, “As a lawyer I have made a prolonged study of the 
evidences for the first Easter day.  To me the evidence is conclusive, and 
over and over again in the High Court I have secured the verdict on evidence 
not nearly so compelling.” 
 
 Let me develop this evidence briefly.  First are the New Testament docu-
ments, which come to us with far more reliable attestation than any other 
such ancient testimony.  All four Gospels attest to the resurrection.  This is 
the eye-witness evidence from those men most familiar with the facts.    
 
 Second, there is the matter of the empty tomb and the missing body. Mat-
thew tells us that the authorities drummed up a false story that the disciples 
came at night and stole Jesus’ corpse.  This proves they did not have the 
body, for with it they could easily have discredited any claims of a resurrec-
tion.  So are we to believe the disciples overcame the Roman guards, broke 
the seals without being noticed, and made off with Jesus’ body from a rock 
tomb?  None of the disciples were men of power or wealth and they all had 
scattered in fear.  Thus the problem of Jesus’ missing body has never been 
adequately addressed, apart from the resurrection.   
 
 This leads to Jesus’ post-resurrection appearances.  The Gospels record a 
great many.  Matthew tells us that the women who went to the tomb encoun-
tered the resurrected Jesus that morning.  John adds that later that day, 
“When the disciples were together, with the doors locked for fear of the 
Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said, ‘Peace be with you!’  Af-
ter he said this, he showed them his hands and side. The disciples were over-
joyed when they saw the Lord” (Jn. 20:19-20).  Paul, who met Jesus on the 
Damascus Road, recorded: “He appeared to Peter, and then to the Twelve.  
After that, he  
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 appeared to more than five hundred of the brothers at the same time, most of 
whom are still living, though some have fallen asleep.  Then he appeared to 
James, then to all the apostles, and last of all he appeared to me also, as to 
one abnormally born” (1 Cor. 15:4-8).  Paul claims that at the time of his 
writing most of the many witnesses to Christ’s post-resurrection appear-
ances were still living.  He was happy to include that detail, inviting investi-
gation.   
 
 Fourth, there is no better proof of Christ’s resurrection than the resulting 
transformation of the disciples.  Somehow we have to account for the trans-
formation of a terrified, dispirited bunch of fugitives into the fearless band 
of apostles who boldly proclaimed the gospel of Christ in Jerusalem so 
shortly after Christ’s execution and then fearlessly took that same message 
across the ancient world to the seat of power in Rome itself.   
 
 Perhaps the resurrection was a hoax.  If it was, then Peter and John cer-
tainly knew that it was, for not only were they the leading disciples but they 
too were witnesses of the Easter scene at the tomb.  Whatever the case, 
something powerfully motivated them, Peter especially.   The only credible 
explanation is that Peter and John saw the empty tomb, met the risen Lord 
Jesus, and knew the resurrection was a fact.    
 
 The last evidence I present is the Christian church.  The New Testament 
says that in the power of the Holy Spirit, sent by the risen Lord Jesus, the 
gospel message would gather men and women from all over the world to a 
saving knowledge of God through Jesus Christ, creating in him a new soci-
ety of holiness and love.  That is precisely what history records, and we 
gather today to add our on-going testimony to the reality of Christ’s resur-
rection power.   
 
 “Come and see,” said the angel, and Christians set forth this evidence 
before the eyes of the watching world.  As we worship this Easter Sunday, 
we bear continuing witness to the fact of Christ’s resurrection, and we invite 
all who will come to join us in the new life that Christ gives through His 
resurrection from the dead.
