until we get buried under a multitude of superstitions” Calvin 
warned.  The experience in evangelical churches today confirms 
Calvin’s concern and warning.   
 
Following these convictions, our church adheres to the Refor-
mation approach known as the “regulative principle” of wor-
ship.  The Westminster Confession of Faith, explains this princi-
ple: 

The acceptable way of worshipping the true God 
is instituted by Himself, and so limited by His 
own revealed will, that He may not be wor-
shipped according to the imaginations and devic-
es of men, or the suggestions of Satan, under any 
visible representation, or any other way not pre-
scribed in the Holy Scripture (WCF 21.1). 

 
This states that God has told us how he desires to be worshiped 
and that we are to worship in obedience to the commands and 
relevant examples of the Bible concerning worship.  Key to this 
approach is an emphasis on biblical “elements” in worship.  Our 
worship service is to be made up of elements – activities – that 
all have biblical warrant through explicit commands or exam-
ples.  These biblical elements include the reading of Scripture, 
the sound preaching of God’s Word, corporate prayer, the faith-
ful administration of the sacraments, the giving of tithes and sac-
rifices, and the singing of praise to God.  You will note that these 
are the primary elements in our worship service at Second 
Church.  Indeed, from start to finish, every element in our wor-
ship service is based on a biblical command or example, since 
we desire to worship the Lord in a way that is acceptable to 
Him. 
 
Let me suggest how this approach should shape our attitude to 
worship together.  First, this reminds us that we approach a sov-
ereign deity who calls us to obey His Word.  He says, “To obey 
is better than sacrifice” (1 Sam. 15:22).  We do not come to God 
demanding to have things our way, but submitting to His good 
and perfect, sovereign will.  Second, when we worship biblical-
ly, we have a great cause to rejoice, since God’s way of worship 
directs us to the saving work of Jesus Christ.  God wants us to 
draw near to Him through faith in Christ’s blood, to praise Him,

to pray to Him, to learn from Him, and to meet with Him.  
What good news this is for us!  Third, and perhaps most im-
portantly, we come for the purpose of worshiping God and not 
ourselves or our felt needs.  Worship always has an object, and 
the object – the recipient – of our worship – is not the congre-
gation, nor the visitors, but the God whose name we praise.  To 
put it a bit differently, we do not come to church “to get some-
thing for ourselves,” but to give our praise to God: worship is 
for Him, and not for us.  The beauty of biblical worship is, 
however, that when we worship in such a God-centered and 
God-glorifying way, we get so much out of it!  He has de-
signed it that the best thing for us is to give ourselves wholly to 
God, so that biblical, God-centered worship is the most evan-
gelistic and most edifying worship possible.  To Him be the 
glory as we worship Him today!

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Letter from the Senior Minister 

Biblical “Acceptable” Worship 
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In reflecting on the great blessings God has given us through 
His Son, the writer of Hebrews urged us, “Let us offer to God 
acceptable worship, with reverence and awe, for our God is a 
consuming fire” (Heb. 12:28-29).  Worship should be, according 
to Hebrews, acceptable to God, offered in a reverent way, by 
those who approach God with amazement and wonder. 
 
This raises an essential question, namely, what is worship that 
is acceptable to God?  Many people believe that as long as our 
worship is sincere and well-meant, then God must surely accept 
it.  But according to the Bible, we are to worship God in accord-
ance with His Word.  That is, God has told us what kind of 
worship is acceptable to Him.  The way for us to offer accepta-
ble worship, then, is to worship in accordance with Holy Scrip-
ture. 
 
This emphasis on biblical worship stems from the Protestant 
Reformation.  Having returned to biblical doctrine, it was inevi-
table that the Reformed churches would insist on biblical wor-
ship.  Two concerns motivated this conservative approach to 
worship.  The first was a desire to exalt God’s sovereignty over 
His church.  The second was a humble belief that we, as the 
creatures, simply lack the competence to devise means for wor-
shiping our holy God, especially given our tendency to sin and 
folly.  As John Calvin wrote, “it tends greatly to establish God’s 
authority that we do not follow our own pleasure.”  Mean-
while, he reminded us that we simply are not spiritually com-
petent to devise our own means for worship: “once we have 
turned from the right path, there is no end to our wanderings,

Corner of River and Rhett 

Dr. Jim McGoldrick will be teaching on the subject of 
“Understanding Islam” beginning January 31 in the Chapel Sun-
day School Class. Dr. McGoldrick answered some questions for 
us this week about the purpose and aims of the class.  

WEH: What is Islam? 

The term ISLAM means submission, and a Muslim is one who 
submits to the will of Allah, as affirmed in the Quran, the sacred 
book of Islam.  Islam commands a huge following, second only 
to the aggregate numbers of Christianity, and it is growing faster 
than its Christian rival. 

WEH: What are the main things you want to tell Evangelical 
and Reformed Christians about Islam? 

Christians need to understand the major teachings of this move-
ment and be prepared to defend their own beliefs which Islam 
considers a version of polytheism. The population of Muslims is 
now almost worldwide in distribution, and where Muslims are a 
majority, conditions for Christians, Jews, and other non-Muslims 
are usually harsh.  Persecution of other religions is now raging in 
many lands. 

WEH: What are the different groups within Islam? 

Like other religions, Islam has gone through changes across the 
centuries, and Islam is no longer a monolithic movement but one 
divided into sects.  All the sects loudly deny the deity of Jesus 
while hailing him as the second greatest Muslim prophet, sec-
ond, that is, to Muhammad, the real founder of Islam.  Not all 
Islamic sects are violent, and most Muslims are not involved in 
terrorism, but the Quran contains statements which appear to 
authorize it, as Isis now contends. 

WEH: Who speaks for Islam authoritatively today? 

There is no single authority which speaks for all Muslims, but 
the most radical versions of the religion are now in the ascendan-
cy, and they have made Christians the special target of their ani-
mosity.
